Duration of the exhibition: 15th December 2010 – 5th February 2011

The exhibition is comprised of 17 three-dimensional (3-D) images-sculptures (inspired by the ukiyo-e & netsuke philosophy and embellished with Japanese haiku poetry by Basho & Issa). It aims to transmit the fleeting instability of a transient world, a world that only pays attention to the momentary pleasure of a lunar image or the snow blossoms on a cherry tree, a world that “floats” in an “unstable reality” and refuses to be discouraged. Every sculpture-image is accompanied by and narrates a haiku poem in various materials such as marble (Pentelicon), ebony, boxwood and stag horn inlaid with mother-of-pearl, amber and moonstone.
The exhibition is held under the auspices of the Embassy of Japan and is supported by the Greek-Japanese Chamber of Commerce. It will be complemented by the simultaneous presentation of art works by the Netsuke Japanese Miniature Art Workshop together with a further amorous interpretation of the 17 images-sculptures by the poet Eyvah T. Dafaranos, contemporary haiku by the poet Zoe Savina and a lecture-netsuke carving demonstration by Maria Ghisi on Saturday 29th of January.

The collector’s edition-book that will be published on the occasion of the sculpture-image exhibition will be presented on 19th January 2011. The presentation will be complemented by lectures on <The fleeting world> by the historian of Far Eastern Art, Dr. Clairy V. Papapavlou, and <Say it with a haiku> by the poet Zoe Savina.
